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SECONDARY CERTIFICATION
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The Special Education endorsement major in Learning Disabilities (State code: SM) for
Secondary teaching certificate consists of a minimum of 49 credits. Teacher candidates
pursuing this major must also complete requirements for a minor in English or Mathematics.

Teacher candidates for certification must pass the Michigan Test for Teacher Certification
(MTTC) in Learning Disabilities (Test #063). MTTC content exams should not be taken until
